This past February we advised you that we, the Board of BVI, were going to reexamine BVI’s role
in the changing environment of Christian Education, as well as examine current fund-raising issues
and delivery methods in placing our materials in the hands of God’s faithful servants worldwide. As
a supporter of this ministry we wanted to bring you up to date on what is happening.

To begin, the Lord has clearly shown us that the ministry concepts of BVI are effective and needed.
Even though BVI is presently reviewing its operational structure, the Lord is blessing. With a sound
infrastructure and dedicated office personnel, we have seen a sizable increase in sales as we adapt
to new marketing methods and as God’s people realize the need for continued access to doctrinally
sound materials.

Also encouraging is the fact that the Lord continues to provide additional resources as we strive

to meet operating expenses. Even though we have been faced with major unexpected expenses
(two heat pumps failed and were replaced last month), we have been able to continue sending

out BVI’s Biblically sound teaching materials. Judging by the comments and communications we
are receiving, there is a need for even more Christ-centered lessons. Even here we have seen that
God is providing. We have been able to continue work on and will soon complete several new titles
which will then be introduced to the marketplace in our Print-on-Demand format until funds are
available to print them.

In our February letter we made it clear that during this transition period the Board/Management
Team would continue to use the assets of BVI to reach children for Christ and to provide ministry
materials with solid Biblical doctrine.

continuing operating as BVl or merging with another mission board which has a similar ministry—
reaching children for Christ.

Even though we are in a transition phase, BVI continues to be an active, operating mission

ministry with worldwide impact. Though we are a “not-for-profit” organization, we have financial
obligations that must be met. We ask you to continue this journey with us through your continued
prayers and financial support. Your investment in BVI through prayer and giving will have an impact
in the lives of children around the world.
