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As you know,  
BVIôs primary 
goal is to reach 
children with the 
Gospel of Jesus 
Christ. Yet many 
do not appreciate 
to what degree 
our children are 
under attack by 
ungodly forces.

To better grasp the vital importance 
of our ministry, I am quoting below a 
portion of an article by James Cook 
entitled ñLoony Leftistsò which appeared 
in the December issue of the James Cook 
Market Update, published by Investment 
Rarities Incorporated.

ñYouôve probably noticed that a 
lot of books promoting atheism and 
attacking religion are on the best 
seller list these days. Most of these 
authors are liberals and their books 
are embraced and applauded by the 
left. Itôs the hot new thing.

If youôre not worried about this 
trend, maybe you should be. Hereôs 
what author Dinesh DôSouza writes: 
óPsychologist Nicholas Humphrey 
argued in a recent lecture that just 
as Amnesty International works to 
liberate political prisoners around 
the world, secular teachers and 
professors should work to free children 
from the damaging inþuence of their 
parentsô religious instruction. óParents, 
correspondingly, have no god-given 
license to enculturate their children 
in whatever ways they personally 
choose: no right to limit the horizons 
of their childrenôs knowledge; to bring 
them up in an atmosphere of dogma 
and superstition, or to insist they follow 
the straight and narrow paths of their 
own faith.ô

ñPhilosopher Richard Rorty 
argued that secular professors in the 
universities ought óto arrange things 
so that students who enter as bigoted, 
homophobic religious fundamentalist 
will leave college with views more like 
their own.ô Rorty noted that students 
are fortunate to ýnd themselves óunder 
the benevolent Herrschaft (dominion) 
of people like me, and to have escaped 
the grip of their frightening, vicious, 
dangerous parents.ô Indeed, parents 
who send their children to college 
should recognize that as professors ówe 
are going to go right on trying to discredit 
you in the eyes of your children, trying 
to strip your fundamentalist religious 
community of dignity, trying to make 
your views seem silly rather than 
discussible.ò

The article speaks for itself. We 
invite you to join with us as we counter 
the attack of evil people who would steal 
the minds and lives of our children and 
young people.

We are reminded of Proverbs 22:6. 
ñTrain up a child in the way he should 
go: and when he is old, he will not depart 
from it.ò
