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One only has to
pick up a  newspaper 
or magazine to be
reminded that we are
living in dangerous 
times. While our 
attention may be drawn to political and 
economic issues, Satan continues to 
attack the church of Christ. The inroads 
he is making should concern us all. The 
following was recently reported in a 
leading Christian publication.

The Pew Forum on Religion and 
Public Life does extensive research 
to detail the religious makeup, beliefs 
and practices, and social and political 
attitudes of the American public. In 
their US Religious Landscape Survey 
Report 11, 6/23/2008, the results, after 
surveying more than 35,000 American 
adults, included the following:
53% of evangelicals believe there is 

more than one true way to interpret 
the teachings of their religion

57% of evangelicals believe that many 
religions can lead to eternal life

83% of mainline Protestants and 79% 
of Catholics believe that many 
religions can lead to eternal life

82% of Jews believe that many 
religions can lead to eternal life

While more than half of Americans 
say religion is important in their lives, 
most hold a non dogmatic view of their 
faith with the majority feeling that many 
religions can lead to eternal life. So 
reveals the study.

What is so disturbing about the survey 
is that more than half of those who 
profess to be Bible-believing Christians 
reject what the Bible teaches about 
Godôs truth and His way of salvation. 
The survey data supports prophecies 
that indicate that there will be, in the end 
times, an ecumenical religion that will 
accept all beliefs.

Recently in Seattle at a Seeds of 
Compassion Conference, the Dalai Lama 
presented  false teachings to approximately 
150,000 people. Of this number, over 
15,000 were schoolchildren!

I think you get the picture. Many  
young people, who profess to be from 
Christian families, are being raised in 
home environments where there is not a 
total commitment to the Word of God, or 
where the basic doctrines of our faith are 
not understood and believed.
