
This tutorial will help you to download a free copy of Pea 
Zip/Unzip Program, a program needed to unzip the files 
contained in your PowerPoint Presentation download. 
Note: You will need Internet access to proceed. First, go to 
this link: http://download.cnet.com/windows/
In the search box, type Pea Zip then click on the red 
magnifying glass.



This page will appear. Find the program named PeaZip and 
use mouse to left click on the link to Download Now.



This window will open. Use mouse to left click on the green 
icon labeled Download Now.



This window will open indicating that the download of this 
software will start shortly.



This page will appear with a warning in the blue bar at the 
top. Use mouse to left-click on it to get the option dialog 
box. Left-click on the words Download File . . .



This dialog box will appear. Use mouse to left-click on the 
box labeled Run.



This dialog box will appear, indicating the progress of your 
download.



This dialog box may open. Use mouse to left-click on box 
labeled Run.



This dialog box will open. Use mouse to left-click on box 
labeled Next.



This dialog box will open. Use mouse to left-click on the 
bullet to accept the license agreement, and then on the box 
labeled Next.



This dialog box will appear. Use mouse to left-click on the 
box labeled Next.



This dialog box will appear. Use mouse to left-click on the 
choice Standard Installation.



This dialog box will appear. Make sure that all file types 
have been checked, then use mouse to left-click on box 
labeled Next.



This dialog box will appear. Use mouse to left-click on box 
labeled Install.



This dialog box will appear. Use mouse to left-click on box 
labeled Finish.



An icon has now been placed on your desktop labeled 
PeaZip. To open a previously download zip file, use mouse 
to right-click on the folder you wish to open with PeaZip.



A drop down menu will open. Use mouse to left-click on the 
PeaZip software.



This dialog box will appear. Use mouse to left-click on the 
icon labeled Extract.



If you are not familiar with your computer’s file structure, 
make sure that C:\Desktop] appears in the field labeled 
Outlook. This will place the unzip files in a folder on your 
desktop. Next, use mouse to left-click on box labeled OK.



This dialog box will appear for you to confirm placement of 
unzipped files. Use mouse to left-click on box labeled OK.



A file folder has now been placed on your desktop with the 
unzipped files. To open and view, use mouse to left-click 
on the file folder.



This folder shows the files that may now be viewed using 
PowerPoint and/or Acrobat Reader.
